Based on the purpose, this
research falls into the category of applied research and, in terms of nature and
method, it is descriptive-analytical researchData collection for this research was
conducted both in the library and in the field. The statistical population of the
research is the residents of Khoi city, which according to the official statistics of Iran
Statistics Center (2016) has a population of 198,845 people. Using Cochran's
formula, the sample size was determined to be 383, and the samples were distributed
in a simple random manner within the range. The analysis of research data was
carried out quantitatively using SPSS and Lisrel software. The analysis of research
data has been carried out quantitatively using SPSS and Lisrel software.

Additionally, the output results of this model indicate that social capital has a positive
and significant effect on good urban governance. When people in a society have
healthy and positive relationships and trust each other, it increases solidarity and
cohesion in the society.

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A brief look at the state of urban and regional
management in Iran shows that, for reasons
such as centralization, the exogenous nature of
programs and projects, and the oil-based
economy, urban management is under
government control.

Consequently, urban management has fallen
behind the process of urbanization and the
issues arising from it, becoming entangled in
top-down views and attitudes (Askarizadeh
Ardestani et al, 2018: 312).

It is possible to utilize the capacity of social
capital as a hidden factor in good urban
governance to increase productivity and resolve
these challenges. By leveraging the internal
potential of development policies, urban
problems can be resolved.
