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Abstract

Jojo Moyes’ novel After You, with its complex narrative structure and
representation of characters’ inner experiences, provides a rich framework
for examining narrative discourse mechanisms and cultural implications.
This study, adopting a structuralist narratology approach grounded in the
theories of Tzvetan Todorov and Gérard Genette and employing a
qualitative-descriptive methodology, investigates the development of
Louisa Clark’s character and her interactions with supporting characters.
Todorov’s three-stage model—comprising the initial situation, disruption,
and new equilibrium—illuminates Louisa’s emotional journey and
identity reconstruction following Will Traynor’s death. Genette’s theory,
with concepts such as time, focalization, and narrative voice, facilitates
the analysis of narrative organization, the use of flashbacks, and non-linear
storytelling, thereby enhancing the depiction of the protagonist’s mental
experiences. Findings indicate that the integration of these approaches
plays a crucial role in representing cultural implications related to grief,
identity formation, emotional relationships, and the balance between
independence and dependency. The results suggest that combining
structural and narratological analysis offers a deeper understanding of the
power of narrative and the production of multilayered cultural meanings
in the novel.

Extended Abstract

Introduction

Novels extend beyond mere recounting of events; they function as mirrors of human experiences and
reflections of culture and society, providing profound insights into human existence. Jojo Moyes’ After
You, focusing on Louisa Clark’s life following loss and fundamental changes, exemplifies this capacity,
revealing human relationships, identity, and meaning in everyday life. The novel’s multilayered narrative
structure and the representation of characters’ mental experiences liberate storytelling from linearity and
create a space for exploring the complex interplay of emotion, decision-making, and social environment.
This work demonstrates how individual experiences can be analyzed within a broader cultural and social
context, highlighting contemporary literature’s capacity to reflect cultural and social values while offering
opportunities for contemplating life’s meaning and identity. The present study employs narratological
theories to examine the cultural, psychological, and social contexts of After You, showing that narrative,
beyond mere storytelling, serves as a tool for uncovering and conveying profound human and cultural
meanings.

Methodology

This study is qualitative-descriptive in nature, adopting a structuralist narratology approach. Data were
extracted from the full text of Jojo Moyes’ After You and analyzed based on the theoretical frameworks of
Tzvetan Todorov and Gérard Genette. Data collection involved meticulous reading and annotation of events,
characters, actions, time, place, dialogue, narrative voice and tone, and plot structure. Data analysis was
conducted in nine sequential stages: first, introducing the overall narrative structure and theoretical
framework; second, examining narrative type and narrator’s perspective; third, character development and
transformations; fourth, primary actions and activities; fifth, temporal order and narrative rhythm; sixth, plot
progression and balance/crisis; seventh, dialogues and their roles; eighth, narrative voice and tone; and
finally, narrative space and setting. This systematic approach allowed for a coherent and structured study of
the novel and illuminated cultural implications related to grief, identity formation, and human relationships.

Results and Discussion

The narrative analysis of After You demonstrates that narrative structure, narrator, characters, actions, time,
plot, dialogues, narrative voice and tone, and space and setting collectively serve to represent the
psychological, social, and cultural transformations of characters in a systematic and multilayered manner.
The narrative structure, informed by Todorov’s and Genette’s models, presents the process of coping with
loss, reconstructing identity, and fostering hope in a continuous and tangible way. The limited third-person
narrator and internal focalization enable deep understanding of the protagonist’s emotions and experiences,
enhancing reader empathy. Characterization through direct and indirect interactions and central actions
reveals individual and social development. Polyphonic dialogues, non-linear temporal sequencing,
flashbacks, symbolic spatialization, and multilayered narrative tone, beyond advancing the plot, convey
cultural and social implications of grief, hope, independence, and human roles. Consequently, the novel
creates a multidimensional psychological, emotional, and cultural experience for the reader. After You
exemplifies modern narrative that, through coordinated use of structural, character, and linguistic elements,
presents character development and identity reconstruction in a systematic, multilayered, and
comprehensible manner. By combining non-linear time, focalized narration, complex characterization,
polyphonic dialogues, symbolic space and setting, and variable tone, the narrative conveys not only
individual psychological experiences but also cultural and social implications associated with grief, human
relationships, and social roles. This novel demonstrates that literature, beyond storytelling, serves as a
powerful medium for reflecting culture, values, and human meanings, engaging readers in a deeper
understanding of life and human interactions.
