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Extended Abstract

Introduction:
Today we face the phenomenon of

globalization that according to Robertson
(2001) associates with compression of the
world and condensation of awareness about it.
In the current era, with less salient
geographical borders, human beings need
common knowledge, information, skills and
attitudes to deal with new situations and
conditions and to stay away from feeling of
inefficacy. In other words, the new situation,
called global village, requires a new type of
literacy called global literacy. This is so
significant that many educational policy
makers believe that global citizenship must
characterize some principles such as morality,
sympathy, critical thinking and values, not
only for individuals but for institutions that are
engaged with the situation (Makenzie et al.,
2016; Tye, 2001). Moizumi (2010) examined
educators’ understanding and their
instructional methods concerning raising
global citizen in Ontario and British Columbia
classrooms. He reached a number of principles
including instruction of justice, respecting the
environment, and critical thinking that are vital
to train global citizens. Citizens of a varied
and complicated global community must be
able to have helpful and effective participation
in a common global culture while staying
attached to their own local culture (Alfred &
Guo, 2012). This is because people need to
receive training of skills and knowledge
necessary for effective and useful participation
in the global community in order to keep
moving alongside others in universal
developments..

.Methods
Since the purpose of the present study is to

develop a model, it was intended to be applied
in terms of its purpose, mixed in terms of
design and approach. The population of the
study, in the qualitative part, included
educational experts and faculty members of
Hormozgan province. Also, in the quantitative
part, the population included faculty members

of Hormozgan province in the academic year
of 2018-2019. In the qualitative part of the
study, the sample consisted of 14 individuals
recruited through purposive sampling to reach
theoretical saturation. In the quantitative part,
the sample comprised of 185 individuals
according to the Morgan’s Table who were
selected via multilevel cluster sampling. In
purposive sampling, individuals who can
potentially provide the most information are
chosen.

Research instrument in the qualitative part
was structured interview and in the
quantitative part, researcher-made
questionnaires were used that concentrated on
components of global citizen education based
on cultural capital and national identity.
During the interviews, major and a few minor
questions were asked to tap into respondents’
experiences about global citizen education.
The researcher tried to evaluate his own
understanding of respondents’ answers by
using guiding questions. During this
procedure, the researcher analyzed the
obtained data and completed the faulty cases
with new information. After accomplishing 14
interviews, major and minor factors were
identified and the data reached saturation.
While doing the interviews, the researcher
focused on collecting ideas and opinions about
appropriate indexes for development of global
citizen education model and major and minor
factors were finalized. Interviews took around
30-60 minutes to complete. To ensure validity
of the qualitative part, experts and higher
education specialists’ opinions were used. In
order to examine the reliability inter-coder
consistency was utilized and percentage of
agreement between the two coders was
estimated that indicated suitable reliability. In
the quantitative section, in addition to
demographical information, the questionnaire
yielded information on global citizen
education based on cultural capital and
national identity. The instrument was set on
Likert scale. Face and content validity of the
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guestionnaire was confirmed by expert opinion
and via confirmatory factor analysis. Also, its
reliability was estimated by using Cronbach’s
alpha. In order to analyze the qualitative data,
theoretical coding and for analysis of the
guantitative data, in addition to measures of
central tendency and dispersion, factor
analysis, structural equation modeling and t-
test were employed. The analyses were
conducted by using SPSS version 21 and
Smart Pls.

Results
Certainly, educating global citizen is a

necessity in the third millennium and is being
attended to in various countries. According to
Dewey, education and training of global
citizens must be grounded on society and
students’ personal experiences. The majority
of curricula is built upon real experiences and
focus on past issues, hence neglecting
unpleasant truths, which leads to inappropriate
and fake education (Buggs, 1998). Just as
Dewey (1916) states, the more sophisticated a
society is, the more confident they are that not
only they are responsible for the environment,
but also, they are responsible for a better
future society and school is the most important
place for realization of this matter. Thus, the
major aim of the current study was to present a
model for global citizen education based on
components of cultural capital and national
identity. Results suggested that the developed
model enjoys acceptable and appropriate
structure. Following the global citizen models
dealt with in the literature review, the present
model has scrutinized further dimensions. This
model is in line with previous ones. For
instance, Oxfam (2015) confirms that global
citizen dimensions include knowledge and

understanding, skills, values and attitudes.
Results of Qaedi (2006), Ashtiani et al. (2006),
lotfabadi (2006)T Shahtalabi et al. (2010),
Kazempour et al. (2012), and Alabas (2010)
suggest that global citizen education is crucial
and paying attention to globalization and
getting curricula in line with such international
development is important. Also, results of
domestic studies demonstrate that there is a
dearth of attention and awareness of global
citizen education and in general, citizenship
education in Iran. It seems warranted that this
issue receive its due attention.

Conclusion
In the current study, findings showed that

several components are influential in global
citizen education especially, cultural capital
and multicultural democracy that hugely affect
academic discourse of education. Multicultural
theories emerged in the late 20" and early 21th
centuries as a reaction to educational and
instructional developments and the association
between different school subjects. Cultural
capital is deeply connected to cultural and
educational  policies.  These  concepts,
alongside citizenship education, attempt to
shed light on sources and concepts of identity
and various national, ethnic, religious and
regional identities (Estariec, 2015). As the
findings suggest, it can be recommended to
planners and policy makers of the country to
develop and design suitable curricula and
courses for global citizen education and get
experienced experts to activate them.
Implementation of such programs in the form
of workshops, in-service courses for teachers
and even students, can positively affect global
citizen education.
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
