Introduction: The country's educational system has always emphasized the comprehensive education

of students, with an emphasis on intellectual, moral, social, and religious development. Therefore; the
aim of this study was to analyze the strategic role of developmental educators in improving elementary
school students' test results by these components.

Research Methodology: The study was conducted with a systematic review approach and based on the
PRISMA v.v. guidelines. The research scope included all national studies published between v-.\v and

v-v¥. Inclusion criteria included a direct or indirect focus on the role of early childhood educators in

primary education, a valid scientific method, full text, and scientific peer review. Exclusion criteria
included studies related to higher education, studies lacking empirical data or a specific method, and
non-scientific reports or notes. Finally, ¥v articles were thematically analyzed using open and axial
coding.

Findings: The results of the content analysis indicated the identification of five main categories,
including moral education, promoting academic motivation, developing social skills, reducing test
anxiety, and connecting home and school. The findings showed that educational educators, by playing
a role of role model, implementing targeted cultural activities, teaching life skills, and providing
emotional-psychological support, provide a platform for students' psychological and moral
development, which indirectly improves their academic performance. Also, the effective
communication between school and family, which is facilitated by educational educators, plays an
effective role in promoting students' mental discipline and motivation to learn.

Introduction:

The country's education system has always emphasized the all-round education of students,
with an emphasis on intellectual, moral, social and religious development. However, in recent
years, along with the development of tools for measuring academic performance and the
expansion of results-based policies, tests in key and sensitive stages of the primary school have
become one of the most central indicators for evaluating the effectiveness of the education
system. Official analyses usually focus on curricular and structural factors such as the quality
of the curriculum, teachers' teaching methods, and the difficulty level of test questions.
However, an important part of students' performance in these tests depends on extracurricular,
educational and psychological components that are often ignored. Numerous studies in recent
years have shown that factors such as intrinsic motivation, self-esteem, responsibility, social
skills, mental health and moral values play a decisive role in preparing students for success in
exams. These factors, although they may be outside the scope of formal education, can be
managed and promoted in practice through school-based institutions such as educational
counselors. Educational counselors, who have been part of the country’s educational system
for over ¢+ years, are now playing a key role in shaping students’ behavior, attitudes, self-
concept, and social capital. Despite this evidence, there has been no systematic effort to collect,
analyze, and categorize national findings on this topic. Most studies have been case-based,
regional, or thematic. Therefore, this article, using a systematic review method, attempts to
comprehensively analyze existing research and examine and explain the strategic role of
educational counselors in improving elementary school test scores through moral, social, and
motivational education. In fact, the ultimate goal of this research was to identify gaps in
educational policy-making and provide scientific recommendations to enhance the status of
educational educators, redefine their role in the educational decision-making process, and use
educational capacities to improve the quality of learning and student assessment. Therefore, it
sought to answer this fundamental question: What are the ways in which the role of educational
educators in improving the test results of elementary school students is achieved, and what
patterns and components have been confirmed by domestic research evidence in this regard?

Goal:

The goal of present study was to analyze the strategic role of developmental educators in
improving elementary school students' test results by strengthening moral, motivational, and
social components.

Method:

This study was designed and implemented using a systematic review approach and based on
the PRISMA Y .Y+ guidelines. The aim of this systematic review was to extract and analyze
in-depth findings from national studies on the role of developmental educators in improving
the test results of elementary school students, through strengthening educational dimensions
including ethics, motivation, and social skills. Regarding the conceptual framework and
research question (PICO), the main research question was designed based on the PICO model
of elementary school students in Iran, population, intervention (activities and role-playing of
developmental educators), comparison (schools without developmental educators or targeted
developmental activities), and outcome (improvement of test results) through moral,
motivational, and social development (main research question: In what ways can
developmental educators improve the test results of elementary school students, and what
evidence does the national study review provide in this regard?). To ensure the
comprehensiveness of the search for related studies, primary and secondary reviews were
conducted between April and June Y:Ye, The databases searched were the Scientific
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Information Database of the Academic University (SID), the Normags database, Civilica, Mag
Iran, the Scientific Information Database of Iran (Irandoc), EImnet, and ISC. In order to enrich
the review, two related review articles from international sources were also identified and their
content analyzed. The systematic search strategy was carried out using logical operators (AND,
OR) and combined keywords as follows: "educational coach” OR "educational role of school
OR "educational activity" AND "exam" OR "academic performance” OR "elementary student”
OR "moral education” OR "academic motivation" OR "social skill". An attempt was made to
use synonyms and close terms in each database. The inclusion criteria were scientific-research,
qualitative, experimental, or review articles with a valid scientific review, a direct or indirect
focus on the role of educational educators in improving the quality of education or training in
the primary school, articles with full text in Persian (with translation if necessary) and
published between Y+ )Y and Y« Y ¢ and the exclusion criteria were articles related to secondary
school or higher education without application in primary education, articles lacking empirical
data or lacking a specific scientific method, notes, reports, or lectures lacking scientific review.
In the article screening process (PRISMA chart), based on the initial search, )¢V research
documents were identified. After removing duplicates and reviewing the title and abstract, ¥
were excluded. The remaining V1 articles were reviewed in full, and by applying the inclusion
and exclusion criteria, ¢Y final articles were selected for content analysis.
