In most developing societies, most of the key
stakeholders of tourism, governments, as the
founders of tourism development policies, focus
on the economic aspect of tourism and in
destination planning, they mostly seek to
increase the number of incoming tourists
without  paying attention to  cultural
considerations.

Methodology

environments has changed drastically, and
tourism has changed the face of the region. The
lifestyle and values prevalent in villages have
disappeared, and life patterns have completely
changed from local to urban under the influence
of tourists. This is especially true among young
people. Young people welcome these changes,
but their fathers do not cope at all, and tourists
attribute this change in their children to them,
claiming that they have "ruined their children."
This has led to many disputes between children

Tourism Association pays special attention to
land pollution. In the time-space continuum,
which is the main framework of human
relations, geographical phenomena are formed
in relation to the structural characteristics of
space. Therefore, by taking spatiality as a basis
and considering that spatial thought is the basis
of interactions, the effects that tourism has on
the structure of space as one of the human
phenomena are not excluded. Based on what
was mentioned, this research seeks to answer
the question: What effects has tourism had on
the rural spaces of Taleghan County in terms of
culture, environment, and economy?

The snowball sampling
technique also allows for greater validation of
the research, given the participant's sense of
trust. The method of extracting codes in this
research was also carried out through in-depth
interviews with residents and experts, as
mentioned above, in two stages: the first stage
was to extract concepts and the second stage
was to compile selected and original codes.

Social
changes have been most affected by tourism,
and the main changes have been in the social
dimension. In other words, rural structures have
undergone extensive changes in the social
dimension. These social developments are
drastically changing the region. Also, because
there is no garbage collection system, the local
people do not cooperate, and the rural Islamic
councils are weak, the waste issue is a major
challenge that is not at all interesting for a
beautiful region like Taleghan, whose important
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feature is nature tourism and seeing natural
landscapes. The greatest impact that the tourism
phenomenon has had in the rural spaces of
Taleghan County is related to socio-cultural
relations, and the economic, physical, and
environmental categories affected by this
change, respectively. The main challenges are

Conclusion

With the acceleration of the tourism
phenomenon and the expansion of its influence
on human relations, the sustainability of the
environment and the residential space, as a
result of this unbalanced trend, became
structurally disrupted and chaotic, so that by
going beyond the native residential and spatial
patterns, a kind of fundamental duality was seen
in the villages under study. In addition to the
loss of spatial and identity links and
components, which especially in Taleghan
County has had an impact on religious, religious
and cultural categories, along with the lack of
management and principled planning, it has led
to the commodification of residential and rural
spaces, which in fact has undermined the
structural and functional mission of villages.
Given that space derives its meaning from social
connections and spatial-identity structures, the
growing trend of capitalism and the excessive
use and disregard for the structures of the host
culture lead to the disintegration of normal
actions. The change in the spatial organization
perspective has consequences that follow the
uncontrolled growth of various phenomena that
are the result of the capitalist system, the lack of
proper planning and the lack of public
participation in how to advance tourism goals in
the Taleghan region, according to what was
said, caused this region to face many challenges
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tourists'  conformity ~ with  the  social
characteristics of the region. This has caused
social problems to spread and almost negligible
cooperation to develop rural tourism. Tourism
ceremonies and events have also become a
space for more social challenges than for
moving  towards cultural  strengthening.

that ultimately led to the intensification of
spatial conflicts and, as a result, the imbalance
of geographical space structures and the
instability of the ecosystem. Considering what
was studied in this research and the background
of the research that was conducted, the tourism
phenomenon after the 1960s, which had an
increasing and unbridled growth, was gradually
criticized in such a way that undesirable social
and economic consequences and various
cultural anomalies emerged, which made the
gap for proper management and planning in this
regard completely visible. In fact, the increase
in social anomalies, especially due to the lack of
management and policies appropriate to each
region, the effects that this category had on the
commodification of villages and the
strengthening of centralization are very
important. More than anything, the role that
tourism has played in the host society in recent
years has been related to social, cultural and
especially religious norms. Compared to the
background of the research that was conducted,
in addition to the positive effects that tourism
has had, especially on economic categories, it
seems that it has created widespread challenges
regarding the social standards of indigenous
communities that have affected the geographical
space of the communities.
