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Abstract

The concern about the spread of violence and the emergence of social fluidityhas turned the need for future research
into a social need. The Islamic revolution has the capacity to transform the levels of studies related to social
transformations. In this revolution, compared to other revolution and social movements, various dimensions of
violence were at their lowest level. In this research, while examining the causes of the hegemonic discourse of the
Islamic revolution and explaning the semantic capacities in it, it is attempted to identify and analyze the factorsthat
reduce or increase violencein the most radical movement of recentdecades in Iran. In this reseach, the discourse
analysis method has been used to establish a meaningful relationship between independent and dependent variables
and an effort has been made to present within the framework of Ayatollah Khamenei’s theory of cultural
engineering, while recognizing the factors affecting the reduction or increase of violence, the causes of the
hegemonic discourse of the Islamic Revolution, and the developmentof a coherent program in a safe environment
to carry out social changes. The conclusion of the reseach is that clinging to the native culture influenced by
religious and national patterns can rsduce the possibility of violence to a minimum while providing the necessary
platform for the necessary changes and reforms in the structures of the political system. and social

Introduction

Until now, there have been numerous and
diverse research studies on the Islamic
Revolution. However, the capacity for creating
meaning and the role these studies play in the
hegemonic discourse of the Islamic Revolution
have received relatively little attention from
experts. This issue is significant because Imam
Khomeini (may Allah be pleased with him)
managed to develop one of the most
comprehensive ideologies in recent centuries in
Iran by utilizing Quranic concepts and
contextualizing them within the framework of
the Islamic Revolution. This ideology
encompassed elements of radicalism, which
involved  social  transformations,  the
establishment of social stability, varying levels
of violence, and it led to a movement that not
only reshaped internal structures but also
extended its influence to the region and had an
impact on global dynamics.

This new doctrine was introduced to the world
as the "cultural revolution" with the support and
awareness of the masses. Its foundation was
rooted in native culture and religious teachings.
Due to the compatibility of the proposed models
with the societal context, these models quickly
captured the public's attention, creating a
comprehensive alliance in Iran. This alliance
united not only the people who were against the
Pahlavi regime but also a significant number of
individuals associated with that regime. They
accepted the models put forth within the
framework of the Islamic Revolution's
discourse, standing together under the dominant
banner of the Islamic Revolution against the
Pahlavi regime.

Methodology

In this article, considering the method of
gathering library materials, an attempt has been
made to acquire data by extracting information
from books and magazines. Subsequently, the
historical-descriptive method and discourse
analysis have been employed to investigate why
the discourse of the Islamic Revolution became
dominant in the secular world while describing
the events that influenced the Islamic
Revolution and the decade that followed.

Results and discussion

In this research, the tendency towards political
radicalism is regarded as a potential factor
contributing to violence in countries, implying
a connection between radicalism and violence.
Within this research, social changes are
considered the norm for human society, with
cultural characteristics and political affiliations
shaping the trajectory of radicalism. According
to this perspective, political radicalism is no
longer an independent variable causing
violence or irregularities; rather, it functions as
a dependent variable influenced by various
social elements, either aligning with societal
interests or contributing to the proliferation of
violence within societies.

The method of discourse analysis is inherently
Western-oriented and follows the traditions of
the West. This principle governs the approach
to discourse with a degree of fluidity and
relativism. For instance, a post-structuralist
viewpoint, like the theory of discourse analysis,
posits that meaning cannot be fixed definitively
and forever; meanings are formed and
established through convention, discussion, and
debate, only to be ultimately challenged. This
notion underscores the relationship between the
text and the hypertext, as emphasized in
discourse analysis.

Conclusion

The Islamic Revolution marked the most
comprehensive and radical social movement in
recent centuries in Iran. Several theoretical and
practical elements within Imam Khomeini's
militant discourse gave rise to this extensive
movement, which had a profound impact on all
socio-political structures. It challenged the 57-
year rule of authoritarian nationalist discourse,
which was rooted in Western-dependent
modernization and made extensive efforts to
eliminate it in the most convenient manner.
Despite its inclusiveness, the semantic capacity
of the revolution allowed it to achieve victory
with minimal violence.

Regrettably, the proliferation of factionalism
and power struggles influenced by Western
elements has led to less emphasis on exploring
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the semantic potential of the Islamic
Revolution's discourse. In an interview with
Mohammad Hassanin Heikal, a renowned
Egyptian writer and journalist in Noufal
Loshatu, Imam Khomeini discussed the
characteristics and fundamental causes behind
the emergence of the Islamic Revolution. He
stressed the importance of thinkers' efforts in
elucidating the Islamic Revolution. In response
to a question about the personalities and books
that influenced him, Imam Khomeini
mentioned, "Perhaps it can be said: in
philosophy: Mulla Sadra, from the books of
traditions: Kafi, from jurisprudence: Jawahir"
(Khomeini, Vol. 5: 271).

In this context, Imam Khomeini skillfully
constructed the discourse framework of the
Islamic Revolution by drawing from the
essential teachings found in the Book of

Genesis (the existential world), the Book of
Compilation (the Holy Quran), and the Book of
Self (the perfect individual). He established an
evolutionary cycle of language formation and
conceptualization, laying the groundwork for
this discourse. This illustrates that the religious
teachings and public culture in lIran possess
untapped potential that, when actualized, can
satisfy not only the spiritual needs but also the
material requirements of society.
Simultaneously, it creates a platform for
fostering social movements that drive social
progress, usher in changes and developments,
and enable the realization of the goals
articulated by Ayatollah Khamenei, including
the Islamic revolution, the Islamic system, the
Islamic state, the Islamic society, and the
Islamic civilization.
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
