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Worn tissues are highly prone to crime due to their social, economic, cultural
and physical-environmental characteristics. Accordingly, the purpose of this
study is influential components prioritization on inhabitants security of urban
worn textures in Central area of Tehran. The statistical population includes the
worn tissues residents in the 11th and 12th districts of Tehran. The sample size
is estimated at 400. Various methods have been used for analysis for the safety
assesment of residents such as confirmatory factor analysis, Bartlett,
Kalmogorov-Smirnov test, correlation coefficient matrix and path analysis.
LISRELS.8 software is used for data analysis. The results of Kiser / Meyer /
Alkin (KMO) sampling adequacy tests are equal to 0.66. As a result, the
adequacy of the number of samples is confirmed. The research findings has
indicated that based on the results of Kalmogorov-Smirnov test, the distribution
of all relationships is normal in the components and variables of the research.
The amount of T-statistics for research variables including feeling of security,
lighting, passages, pattern of activities and uses, quality of residential areas, form
of space, citizen identity, population density, social monitoring, employment and
housing are equal to 10.52, 8/29 , 5/18, 9/62, 8/79, 9/88, 10/29, 7/11, 4/56, 9/61
and 8/69 respectively. According to the route analysis model, the component of
feeling safe had the most effect with a coefficient of 0.20. Then, components
have the greatest impact such as Lighting(with a coefficient of 0.15),
passages(0.14), pattern of activities and uses(0.10), quality of residential
areas(0.09), form of space(0.07), identity of citizens(0.06), population
density(0.05), social monitoring(0.03) and finally employment(0.04).

Introduction

The operation of a safe city in many areas of the country faces many challenges, including informal
settlements and worn-out, unstable and inefficient structures. Social security has a significant
relationship with space and its nature, as one of the most important areas of crime density and insecurity
(Crime hotspots) in Iranian cities are worn-out urban structures. In this regard, in the whole country,
there are 70,000 hectares of worn-out structures with 8 million people and also about 67,000 hectares
of informal settlements with a population of 12 million people. The metropolis of Tehran, with a
population of more than 9 million people, faces many dangers. Living in worn-out tissues is one of its
serious problems and dangers. There are 3,268 hectares of worn-out tissue in the capital, which covers
5% of the city area. About 21% of the parcels in Tehran, 210,000 parcels with a population of 1.5
million, are in the category of worn-out structures. In fact, there are 207,000 residential buildings in
worn-out buildings. Despite the share of 3.5% of worn-out tissue in the total area of Tehran, it has 15%
of the capital's population. That is, the density of these areas is almost three times that of other areas,
and the important point is the concentration of these areas in specific areas, especially the central area
of Tehran. The development of worn-out, lack of facilities and equipment and the loss of quality of
urban worn-out structures in the central part of Tehran on the one hand reduces the social rank of these
areas in the eyes of citizens and on the other hand increases the migration of natives with desirable and
alternative economic potential. They have become alienated from people with lower economic potential
and socially disadvantaged groups such as addicts and immigrants

Methodology

The present research is of applied type and its method is descriptive-analytical. Research data were
obtained from field survey. Statistical methods of confirmatory factor analysis, Kalmogorov-Smirnov
test and path analysis were used to analyze the data, compile indicators and measure the residents' sense
of security in the worn-out areas of Tehran. LISREL 8.8 software has been used to index and measure
the feeling of security. In this study, using Cochran's formula with a 5% error and at a 95% confidence
level, the sample size was equivalent to 400 worn-out tissues in Tehran. Research variables include
lighting, passages, pattern of activities and uses, quality of residential neighborhoods, form of space,
identity of citizens, population density, social monitoring, employment and housing.

Results and discussion

The results of Kaiser / Meyer / Alkin sampling adequacy (KMO) tests are equal to 0.66, which indicates
the adequacy of the number of samples. Also, based on Bartlett significance test (P <0.001; df = 105;
X2 = 740.040), the hypothesis of no correlation between variables is rejected.Results of confirmatory
factor analysis and obtained factor loads of the questionnaire scale after Varimax rotation for the nine
items of feeling of security including 0.85, 0.81, 0.74, 0.70, 0.67, 0.75, 0.76 , Were 0.78 and 0.74. The
amount of four lighting items consisted of 0.76, 0.66, 0.54 and 0.74. The values of the nine items of the
passages are: 0.74, 0.71, 0.66, 0.54, 0.85, and 0.67. The values of the six items of the activity and
landuse pattern include 0.71, 0.54, 0.85, 0.74, 0.71 and 0.66. The value of the five items of quality of
residential neighborhoods consists of 0.85, 0.67, 0.56, 0.74 and 0.71. The values of the four items of
space form are: 0.75, 0.74, 0.71 and 0.66. The values of the five items of citizens' identities include
0.66, 0.74, 0.71, 0.66 and 0.54. The values of the five items of population density include 0.71, 0.66,
0.54, 0.71 and 0.66. The values of the five items of social monitoring are: 0.76, 0.66, 0.74, 0.71 and
0.66. The values of the five items of employment include 0.59, 0.85, 0.67, 0.71 and 0.69. The values of
double housing items are: 0.49 and 0.71. The results indicate that 11 components of the feeling of
security, lighting, passages, pattern of activities and uses, quality of residential areas, space form, citizen
identity, population density, social monitoring, employment, housing on the realization of a safe city in
the area Central Tehran are affected. The results of the path analysis model show that among the direct
paths of the model, all paths to the questionnaire variable are significant. In this model, the component
of feeling safe with a coefficient of 0.20 has the most impact, followed by lighting 0.15, the component
of passages with a coefficient of 0.14, the component of the pattern of activities and uses with a
coefficient of 0.10, the component of neighborhood quality Residential with a coefficient of 0.09, space
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form component with a coefficient of 0.07, citizens' identity with a coefficient of 0.06, population
density component with a coefficient of 0.05 and social monitoring component with a coefficient of
0.03, employment component with a coefficient of 0.04 and finally The housing component with a
coefficient of 0.06 are in the next coefficients and priorities.

Conclusion

Conclusion shows that the development of sustainable tourism has played an important role in the
development of Bojnourd. It can be said that tourism has played an important role in the development
of Bojnourd. But the development of this sector needs more attention. The local community of Bojnourd
is showing some resistance to changes, especially in the field of tourism. Improving this situation
requires systemic and participatory urban management. Tourism management in Bojnourd needs more
awareness about the phenomenon of tourism development so that conflicts in the host community are
minimized and physical and environmental issues are not threatened and damaged

Findings indicate that the feasibility of a safe city in the central part of Tehran depends on the promotion
of many components consisting of a sense of security, lighting, passages, pattern of activities and uses,
quality of residential neighborhoods, space form, citizens' identity, density Population, social
monitoring, employment and housing. The results of the research are consistent with Lim et al. (2020),
Mattijozitin et al. (2019), Shokla (2015), Nematinia et al. (2020), Ziari et al. (2019), and Mardizadeh
(2019).

Because the results of their research clearly show that the realization of a safe city requiresmultiple and
intertwined components such as physical-spatial, social, economic and cultural, whose integration and
integration, increase the efficiency of security processes. Provides citizens with the opportunity to live
in a healthy environment with easy access to security care and to be prepared and respond quickly to
threatening or emerging emergencies.
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
