: space can be explained by a structural-functional approach. Return migration
: from the repulsions of destination cities, including: high cost of living, lack of
: housing and high rents, unemployment, cultural problems, etc., and home
: attractions, including : Provision of infrastructure services, implementation of
. physical plans of the village, acquisition of rehabilitated agricultural lands. The
: impact of economic factors on returning to the village was more pronounced
: than other factors. The purpose of this study is the factors affecting reverse
: migration from urban to rural areas. The present study is a descriptive

© correlational study according to the applied purpose and according to the data
. collection method. The statistical population of the study includes households
: with reverse migration from city to village in Sarpol-e-Zahab city, 326 of which
. were selected as the sample size using the Cochran's formula. In this study, quota
: sampling method was used to select the sample. To analyze the data, two
¢ descriptive sections (center orientation and dispersion indices) and inferential
: indices (correlation and regression) were used using SPSS and AMOS software.
: The results show that educational facilities (r = 0.34), new communication
: technologies (r = 0.69), access to resources (r = 0.75), income generation r =
: 0.72) and reverse migration from There is a positive and significant relationship
: between city and village.

Introduction

Today, the focus of international organizations
on the relationship between migration and
development highlights the need to reconsider
reverse migration approaches. Over time, many
governments in these countries have come to
realize the fundamental fact that the urban crisis
is first and foremost the crisis of rural
producers. Statistics show that in many
developing countries, the weight and
importance of rural areas far outweighs the
attention paid to them, and just as the rapid
growth of urbanization is an issue for these
countries, realization and the need to pay
attention to rural development are also
important. Is raised. The phenomenon of return
migration is considered more of a reaction to
the attraction in rural areas, which arises
through the generation of income in activities
such as agriculture and animal husbandry,
retirement and sometimes due to the problems
of urban life. Return migration often involves
adults and retirees, and sometimes young
people choose this type of migration for health
or family reasons. If conditions change in such
a way that improving the quality of life and
facilities in the village is accompanied by
raising the level of agricultural income (per unit
area), rural life will become an attractive
alternative to the costly polluted urban
environment. Economic prosperity in the
countryside will bring migrant families to the
countryside and return migration will take
place.

Methodology

This research has been done by survey method.
The statistical population studied in this study
includes all citizens aged 15 and over living in
rural areas of Sarpol-e Zahab city who have
reverse migration. Until 1396, the population of
these people was 2143. The sample of this
research has been calculated using Cochran's
formula which is equal to 406 people. In this
study, quota sampling method has been used
(sampling means taking a proportion of the
community or the whole as a representative or
representative. This sample must have most of
the characteristics of the whole community to
be able to present the results to the whole
community Generalized. To analyze the
information in descriptive statistics, descriptive
tables and graphs, frequency indices, mean and
standard deviation were used, and in the
inferential statistics section, as in the present
study, hypotheses seeking to explain the social,
cultural, and economic factors of reverse
migration from the city were used. To the
village. Therefore, Pearson correlation
coefficient test was used. Structural equation
method has been used to analyze the data.
Amos and SPSS software have been used for
this purpose. Measures have been used to
ensure the formal validity of the measurement
include the use of previously tested
guestionnaires in similar research, surveys of
supervisors and consultants. Cronbach's alpha
was used to measure reliability.

Results and discussion

The results showed that with increasing
income, reverse migration will also increase.
Therefore, it can be said that the first hypothesis
of the research that there is an inverse
relationship between income and migration is
confirmed. The results showed that with

increasing access to resources, reverse
migration will also increase. Therefore, it can
be said that the second hypothesis of the
research that there is a relationship between
access to resources and reverse migration is
confirmed. The results showed that with the

increase of new communication technologies,
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reverse migration will also increase. Therefore,
it can be said that the third hypothesis of the
research that there is a relationship between the
increase of new communication technologies
and reverse migration is confirmed. The results

showed that with the increase of educational
facilities, reverse migration will also increase.
Therefore, it can be said that the fourth
hypothesis of the research that there is a
relationship between educational facilities and
inverse migration is confirmed.

Conclusion

Findings showed that there is a significant
relationship between income generation, access
to resources, new communication technologies,
educational facilities and reverse migration
from city to village. Factors of rural attraction
(cheap land and housing, inherited land, mild
and clean air, lack of urban problems) and
urban repulsion (expensive land and housing,
stress, racial discrimination, air pollution, etc.)
and the development of transportation network
causing spatial mobility Migration becomes
return.
