: Redevelopment is a key factor. Belonging provides a platform for participation.
¢ Given the prevalence of Service industry and consumerism in cities, belonging is
: more symbolic and pragmatic. Most of the research in this field also pays attention
¢ to the social and pragmatic nature of belonging in the process of neighborhood
: change and neglects human agency and subjectivism (sense of place) in this issue.
: This study seeks to fill this gap and examine the correlation between the two. Thus,
¢ the purpose of this article is to show that despite the cultural, social and economic
: diversity in the neighborhoods, the mere emphasis on symbolic and pragmatic
: belonging causes social segregation and moderates the sense of place (being in

place). And it makes for more coherence. The statistical population of the study is
the residents of Bagherabad neighborhood of Rasht, the area of which is
determined by the comprehensive plan of Rasht and the neighborhood
development document. Using Morgan table, 375 people were selected as the study
sample. Data were collected by surveying and completing a questionnaire and
analyzed using descriptive and inferential statistics. The results indicate that there
is a significant positive relationship between sense of place and belonging and
sense of place affects belonging at a moderate level. Honestly' personal feelings
are always influential in the actions and behaviors that express their belonging.
This means that a person's personal and sincere feeling of belonging to a place
must always be consistent with the words and forms of socio-spatial demands. The
results also show that the most important indicator sense of place is the
Neighborhood sentiment, which is 84% of the variance, and the most important
indicator of belonging is the Influence, which explains 64% of the variance.

Introduction

Belonging is an important factor in neighborhood change. It seems that belonging is generally
considered as following a group habit. Belonging is a term that is still vaguely defined and under
theorizing. The historical spread of cultures and their transmission in the space and landscapes they
have created, as well as the movement of cultures and how they relate to each other are fundamental
factors in the creation of belonging that represent difference and mobility. Sense of place usually refers
to the attitudes and feelings of people towards their geographical areas. It shows most of the intimate,
personal and emotional relationships between you and the place. In fact in order to show one's belonging
in action, one needs a mental understanding of one's identity. A sense of place is important in shaping
and preserving one's identity. The purpose of this study is to investigate the affiliation of people with
different social classes within neighborhoods and their symbolic correlation in their new residential
preferences. The following article points out that belonging is a deeply emotional topic in which people
feel mentally rooted, secure, intimate, and close in their position of action. To this end, another purpose
of the article is to examine the relationship between belonging and a sense of place.

Methodology

The present research is applied in terms of purpose and according to the method of analysis, it is a
descriptive-analytical research and in terms of time is a cross-sectional research. The sampling method
in this study was systematic random. The reliability of the questionnaire was using Cronbach's alpha
method. The Kolmogorov-Smirnov test was also used to determine whether the selected sample was
obtained from a community with a normal distribution. After collecting data, data were analyzed based
on descriptive statistics using SPSS and AMOS software.

Results and discussion

The difference between a sense of place and belonging in this study is that the sense of place is shown
by the close relationship and emotional relationships of each individual in the neighborhood that give
people a sense of identity, but belonging emphasizes that if we have a sense of place, how do we show
it? So, it refers to the practical nature of identity. This discussion is examined here with the attitude of
individuals to the practice of belonging in the neighborhood. As the statements and indicators show, in
the discussion of belonging, we are faced with cooperation, constructive communication (not just close
and intimate, establishing communication to carry out an activity), participation, and community
building, which are moderate. To answer the question of what is the relationship between the two
components of sense of place and belonging in Bagherabad neighborhood of Rasht, we have examined
Pearson correlation between sense of place and belonging. The test results show a significant positive
relationship between the sense of place and belonging of people in Bagherabad neighborhood, ie with
increasing the sense of place, the amount of belonging also increases. . Also, the results of the research
based on the analysis of the path indicate that the most important indicator of the sense of place is the
Neighborhood sentiment of the neighborhood and the most important indicator of belonging is the
Influence of needs

Conclusion

This article argues that the sense of place (personal and emotional sense) leads to belonging. Research
guestions have examined the nature of the relationship between sense of place and belonging and
whether sense of place affects belonging. The first part was examined using Pearson correlation test
and confirmed the existence of a significant positive relationship between sense of place and sense of
belonging. . For the second part, which focuses on the effect of sense of place on belonging, path
analysis has been used. The results show that the most important indicator of sense of place is the
Neighborhood sentiment, which explains 84% of the variance. Also, the most important indicator of
belonging in Bagherabad neighborhood is the indicator of Influence. It can also be said that the sense
of place has an average of 54% effect on the indicators of belonging.
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
