Due to the climatic
conditions of Ilam city, paying attention to the
psychology of urban furniture such as color,
vegetation and type of use of urban facilities can
alleviate even climatic constraints. The need for
urban furniture is to improve the quality of urban
life and can not be without Achieving quality
indicators was a dynamic and active city. In many

cases, urban furniture, beautification of the city,
development of green spaces and development of
cultural and educational spaces are as important as
the four walls of people's housing and should be
considered.

The present study showed that all factors of
damage, promotion and  development,
disadvantages, ease of use, location have a
direct and positive effect on the condition of
urban furniture that all factors indicate that the
appropriateness of urban furniture (use of color)
Proportionate and appropriate materials and
materials with the climate of the region in the
design of urban furniture) increases the quality
of the environment and citizens' satisfaction
with the urban space, and as a result, citizens
have more desire to use these spaces.
