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: The Tourism industry in addition to economic efficiency has to cause an
: inflorescence and a foundation to the sustainable development in different spatial
: dimensions. In Yasuj city, the growth of tourism, in addition to positive
: consequences, has created serious challenges for the spatial development of the
: city. Therefore this study using descriptive-analytical and utilizing field and
: documentary data, seeks objectives such as study the process of tourists entering
: (during the years 2001-2016) to the city of Yasuj and then measuring the effects
: of tourism growth on the spatial development of this city. Therefore, by
: regression test, using SPSS software, the process of attracting tourists and
: physical expansion of Yasuj city were measured. The Pearson Correlation
: Coefficient test is used to measure the relation between the tourism Growth with
¢ various indices of physical development of the Yasouj city. Then, using T.test
: test, the consequences of tourism growth on various economic, social, physical
: and environmental dimensions have been measured. The results showed that the
: growth of tourism in the city of Yasuj with a 309 times increase in the number of
: tourists compared to 2001, has had a significant upward trend. Also the tourism
: has affected the construction of commercial and accommodation land use and the
: physical expansion of the Yasouj. So that the total area of tourism-related land
: uses in 2011, has grown more than 1.25 times compared to 2001. On the other
: hand, the tourism industry has not have a favorable effect on the economic
: development of the city. As the results of T.test test showed the tourism growth
:in the social dimensions has caused a relative increase in the growth of
: immigration, population, occurrence of social and cultural conflicts and on the
: other hand has helped the public education and the sense of belonging of the
: citizens. Also, the effects of the tourism growth in the most environmental
: components are evaluated unfavorable and destructive. Totally, the negative
: consequences of the tourism growth of the city of Yasouj have been more than
* positive ones.

Introduction

Ever since leisure has become so important to urban life and the number of urban tourists was
increasing, urban tourism has become an important part of sustainable local and urban development.
Urban tourism has become one of the most important economic activities today that shapes
workflows, social actions, and spatial change. In fact, the increase in the number of city travelers and
the growth of urban tourism have had many effects on the cities and changed their appearance. Of
course, the effects of tourism are not merely positive ones, but the lack of control on how to use
tourist environments can destroy them or causing a recession in some sectors of the economy.
Existence tourist attractions in the historical, cultural and natural context of Yasouj city can provide
the basis of growth and development of different economic sectors, environmental, social and urban
welfare in this city and Yasouj city to be considered as an important tourism hub in Kohgiluyeh and
Boyerahmad province and on a macro and national level. However, the available figures fully reflect
the weakness of the city's social and urban economy. On the other hand, there have been changes in
commercial landuses, physical development of the city and rising land prices in the commercial center
of the city. These changes have had social, economic and physical-spatial consequences across the
city of Yasouj and it has created a relatively new face to the urban landscape. Therefore, the present
study attempts to identify and investigate the most important (positive and negative) spatial impacts of
tourism on Yasouj.

Methodology

The research method is descriptive-analytical. This study firstly seeks to study the tourists who have
arrived in the recent period (from 2001 to 2016) and secondly to evaluate the effects of tourism
growth and boom on spatial development of the Yasouj city in different economic, social, physical
and environmental aspects. Accordingly, the research data collection method that was conducted in
2018 is based on documentary method and field method (questionnaire distribution and field
observations). In order to select the variables studied in this study, we first study the related scientific
resources and research and then, the final variables were selected and extracted using Delphi
technique (with 24 experts in urban planning). Also the variables of this study are: one independent
variable (number of tourists entering the city) and four dependent variables (including 27
components) related to the effects of tourism industry on spatial development of the city. The
statistical population of this study consisted of 104 individuals: native experts in different fields of
urban planning, economics, social sciences and environment. Also, statistical analysis was performed
in SPSS software. The linear regression model was used to study the trends of tourists entering the
city and also to evaluate the effects of tourism growth on physical growth and development of the
city. Also Pearson correlation coefficient test was used to measure the relationship of tourists' growth
with different growth indices and physical development of Yasouj city. In addition, this analysis
(measuring the impact of tourism on physical growth and development in Yasouj) was also conducted
using the opinions of research experts using the T.Test model. Also, the assessment of the impacts of
tourism growth on different economic, social and environmental aspects of Yasouj has been done
through expert opinion and use of T.Test model.

Results and discussion

Surveys (through documentary and field studies) in Yasouj show that tourism in the physical,
economic, social and environmental fields has had some effects on urban development, some of them
positive and some negative. In the first place, using linear regression test it was found that tourism
growth in Yasouj during the last 15 years (2001-2016) has been increasing and growing. The results
of linear regression models and T.Test showed that tourism in physical dimensions had an impact on
the increase of commercial complexes, increase of residential centers and physical expansion of
Yasouj. In discussing urban land use changes, it should be noted that tourism land use has increased
significantly over the five-year period (2001-2006). In the meantime, the highest increase was in the
land use of transport and warehousing. So that this land use has increased by 60534 square meters
over five years, This amount shows that this user has had about 85% increase in surface area. On the
other hand, the lack of institutionalization of the tourism industry has not had a constructive effect on
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the economic development of the city. Although tourism growth in Yasouj has contributed relatively
to employment and income generation, this is still far from what is expected from the
institutionalization and development of the industry. In addition, the growth of tourism in social
dimensions, on the one hand, has contributed to the relative growth of migration and population
growth in the city, creating social and cultural conflicts between tourists and the host community, and
on the other hand has contributed to the improvement of public education and the sense of belonging
to the city. Also the effects of tourism growth on most Environmental Dimensions such as increased
waste, congestion and traffic and damage to landscape and biodiversity are undesirable and
destructive.

Conclusion

Tourism development policy is an approach whereby the city can increase tourism benefits while
minimizing negative impacts. Despite the Significant arrival of tourists to Yasouj over the past 15
years due to the tourist attractions in the historical, cultural and natural areas of this city, overall, the
negative consequences of tourism growth in Yasouj were more than the positive consequences.
Therefore, increasing the number of city travelers and the growth of urban tourism has had different
effects on cities and changed their appearance. Of course, these effects are not just positive ones.
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
