Introduction

Tourism as a fledgling industry in recent years has had a great impact on the economic, social and
cultural situation of the world. Creating employment and achieving a stable and appropriate foreign
exchange income, as well as cultural mutual understanding in the direction of international peace,
currency exchange, regional balance, are among the economic and social effects of this industry. Global
surveys show that the tourism industry in the world is now the third most lucrative industry after oil and
automobiles. The world today is transitioning from the industrial age to the creative age. In addition to
meeting basic needs, man in the creative age seeks to meet his creative needs such as the need for
imagination, mastery, vitality, innovation and curiosity (Richards, 2009: 1). Tourism is a topic that,
especially in the present century, has attracted the attention of experts and planners and has gradually
reached its current technical, economic and social stage, and today is considered as a form of local and
regional development that It is growing rapidly and helping to create jobs Cultural tourism is an eclectic
concept.
