A glance at the situation of urban management in Iran shows that for reasons such as centralism,
exogenous urban programs and plans, the rent-based economy and urban oil-based economy is in the
control of the government. Therefore, the reform and revision of the country's urban management
system with structural changes and the content of new perspectives in the field of urban management
has been seriously emphasized and the situation is such that we see a lack of constructive participation
of citizens in urban management. One of the obvious examples of this situation is the city of Tabriz,
which despite the irregular expansion of the city and the residence of nearly 1.7 million people in this
city, the social participation of citizens is very low and there is a kind of wrong consensus among
citizens that the city management Responsible for the municipality and other government agencies. In
the absence of capacity and strong public and popular institutions, this approach does not give equal
opportunity to the individual private sector to exploit the space of participation in public decision-
making, and practically will not be inclusive and inclusive governance, and technocratic governance
will be formed. . This issue on the one hand and on the other hand shows the situation of urban
management in Iran for reasons such as centralism, externalization of urban plans and projects away
from integrated and systematic management has been captured in top-down views and attitudes and
has been captured by public and civic institutions. It is ignored and NGOs have a limited role in
governing the city. In Iran's urban management, due to the nascent history of local democracy, there
are weak mechanisms of public participation in decision-making and implementation, and the present
study has analyzed these basic challenges in decent urban governance.

Methodology

The present study is based on the purpose of the applied type, in terms of "nature and method" of the
"descriptive-analytical" type. The statistical population according to the purpose of the study to
measure the challenges of governance is the metropolis of Tabriz and a researcher-made questionnaire
was used to collect data.

Cronbach's alpha was also used to
assess the reliability of the research questionnaire. The reliability rate is equal to 0.86 and indicates a
high level of reliability. The structural equation modeling method using partial least squares method
has been used to analyze the quantitative data. The reason for using structural equations with the
partial least squares technique is that (1) it is predictive and can be used as a method of constructing a
theory; (2) there is no need for a normal distribution of observations; and (3) it is not sensitive to the
number of samples or the volume of sampling and is compatible with small samples (at least 30
samples).

Discussions and Findings

The results show the reliability of all independent and dependent variables related to the challenges
of good urban governance. .

-The variable "efficiency and effectiveness” with a square value (0.621) is higher than the standard
value (0.33) and is therefore described as "average" threshold.
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The most important challenges of urban governance in various dimensions include the role of non-
governmental organizations and organizations in planning, decision-making, implementation and
evaluation of urban development plans, knowledge of the latest research achievements and
introduction of innovations, sense of responsibility for business, environmental, innovation, urban
innovation And it is obvious that urban managers and the existence of individuals and groups of
stakeholders and influential people in urban planning and management.

Conclusion

The results show the reliability of all independent and dependent variables related to the challenges
of good urban governance. Among them, the reliability of the variables of transparency and rule of
law is higher. Knowledge of the latest achievements of research and introduction of innovations, a
sense of responsibility for the prosperity of business, environmental, innovative activities in the
municipality, transparency of overt and covert decisions of city managers and the existence of
stakeholders and influential groups in urban planning and management. In partial least squares
modeling, an indicator called goodness of fit has been proposed. This index considers both
measurement and structural models and is used as a measure of the overall performance of the model;
the research results show that the model has a good fit and can be generalized.

In accordance with the results of the research, the following suggestions are presented for use in the
future planning of the development of urban governance at the macro level:

- Coherent and efficient planning in order to increase participation and consultation of the general
public about urban plans and programs in the process of urban governance;

- Designing and implementing desirable policies in order to publicly announce urban plans and
programs and introduce innovations in the process of urban governance; And

issues for the prosperity of business activities; and

- Human capacity building and collective trust in order to publish accounts, budgets, contracts and
tenders for the transparency of secret and overt decisions of city managers.
