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Abstract
Introduction: Today women's issues in society are very important.

Because the half of proportion of society is women, their positions
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in new research have a worthy application. Textbooks are one of the
most important educational tools and their components are effective
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in the education and training of the students.

Method: The method of this research is content analysis and its unit
is row. Its’ statistical population is the rows of Persian textbooks of
all twelve grades which is equal to its’sample. The goal of this
research is to explore different social and political positions of
women in all rows of Persian books, the ratio of these components
to each other and compare different educational courses considering

-dealing with these positions. According to the goals-and hypothesis, —

all the data were measured and evaluated with SPSS software. After

classifying the data in open codes, the amount of these components

in Persian textbooks was determined, and all these components were
evaluated about each other.

Findings: According to this research, the total number of lines of
the books with content about women was, 3.68 in elementary school,
3.92 in first high school and, 3.35 in second high school which
among these components, the largest component is specific to
women as mothers and family members. The political positions in
all the books are very insignificant, and special political, managerial
and occupational positions for women are not observed, and these

positions are only limited to female martyrs and women supporters
of the revolution. In an overall investigation, among the 12808 lines

of all textbooks, only 3.51% of it is about women.

Results: The results of this study showed that in Persian textbooks
of all twelve grades, attention to women and their status rarely. In
these textbooks, women do not play an important role in the society
and are mostly introduced as a family member and a supportive
mother. Although women's courage has been mentioned a lot, the
impact of this courage in changing and improving the social and
political situation has not been explained. The mention of women's
political status in these books is very insignificant, and there is no
mention of the important and influential managerial and career
positions related to politics.
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Extended Abstract
Introduction:

From the first creations and works of the
emergence of narration and literary
masterpieces description of states and
behaviors, criticism, condemnation and
praise of women is a serious issue in
narratives and stories. One of the common
issues in traditional societies is the existence
of discrimination between men and women,
which has been reflected in literary works in
various ways. Although women have always
played a direct or indirect role alongside
men in the development of civilization and
the flourishing growth of human societies;
however, they have been subjected to
injustice and unfair judgments for a long
time. Since women create human wealth
alongside men; whatever position and role
of women in society and politics is rationally
and justly divided, the more collective
capacity and ability of the society in the
optimal use of resources will be increased. In
recent decades, as a result of cultural and
social changes, especially under the
influence of family developments, the
presence of women in social arenas has
increased. The most important change that
happened in this field was the increase in the
level of higher education and employment of
women. Considering the important and
undeniable roles that women have played in
various fields, the presence of this gender in
social, political, legal and literary works
cannot be ignored. Magazines have had a
drastic affection on the process of equality
during the last hundred years of Iran's
history. School textbooks also always play a

role more than simply conveying concepts to
students and should be able to familiarize
them with their gender roles. It is expected

that textbooks in Iran play a constructive
role in shaping the sexual identity of children
and adolescents. Among textbooks, Persian
books have the most social and sociological
concepts after social studies books. Due to
the stories and poems and other literary and
didactic texts containing social concepts,
these books, in addition to openly teaching
literary concepts, covertly teach many
concepts, including social concepts, and
since the role of stories and literature in
education is undeniable, paying attention to
these texts is so important in the correct
understanding of the role of women in
society. Therefore, the present research
aims to investigate the open and hidden
social and political positions of women in all
Persian books of School and compare them
in Persian books of different educational
periods.

Research Method:

This study is a descriptive, analytical and
qualitative research type, which analyzed
the content of Persian textbooks of all school
grades in terms of the perspective of the
attitude towards the political and social
status of women. In this research, first, all
related books were categorized by inductive
coding method and the proportion of each
component was evaluated and checked with
SPSS software according to the entire lines of
the books and according to the research
hypotheses. In this research, to achieve the
reliability of the codes, parts of the book
were coded by two coders, and its validity
was achieved with the method of pluralism



and the long-term involvement of the
researcher with the research environment.
Discussion and conclusion:

The analysis of Persian books shows that the
components that can represent the social
and political positions of women are limited,
so of course the amount of attention and
distribution of them in different books is also
very different. These categories include
woman as a protective mother, woman as a
religious person, working in service-
educational jobs and production jobs,
narrator, poet, writer, student and seeker of
knowledge, supporter of the Islamic
revolution, martyr and consultant. One
important point that is taken into
consideration is the quantity of women'’s
situations in textbooks. Women as half of the

country's population and while they can play
an important role in advancing cultural,
social and economic issues, they do not have
alarge and significant presence in textbooks;
So out of 12,808 lines of al Persian textbooks,
only 405 lines, equivalent 31.3%, mention
women and their place in society and
politics. What can be seen in the general
analysis of the books is the highlighting of
some characteristics of women such as the
role of mother, their spiritual position and
their role in the family. Instead, the position
of women in the larger society, their role in
production, their influence in the economy
and major social and political developments
such as entrepreneurship, revolution and
war are very little. The absence of women

managers and influencers in large social and
political arenas and ignoring a large part of
women's abilities in these books can
unconsciously instill the idea of women as
the second gender in students.
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
