Abstract

The main aim of the study was to compare sensation seeking trait and their components in
athletes individual and non athlete’s individual. The research method was the casual-
comparative study.All subjects studied included 160 subjects (80 students, 80 student athletes
and non athletes) with a mean age of 22 years. For assessment of sensation seeking and their
components politics Zuckerman scale (SSS-V) was used. Cronbach's alpha for this scale
questions 0/75 and correlation between subjects score twice in the space of four weeks r=0/79
reported.Data analysis using t test, revealed that sensation seeking trait and their components
in athlete’s individual higher than non athletes individual.
