Investigating the impact of innovation, education and personality 
traits on students' entrepreneurship intention: a case study of 

Alborz educational complex

Abstract 

 
In this research, we have studied the influence of the role of innovation, education and 
personality traits on entrepreneurial intentions. For this purpose, the method of structural 
equations has been discussed to explain the general pattern in this regard. To build this 
model, 3 main categories and 14 sub-categories have been considered, and the main 
categories include three components: personality traits, entrepreneurship education and 
innovation understanding. According to the results, the relationship between 
entrepreneurship education and the need for achievement Impact factor 0.24, the 
relationship between understanding innovation and identifying entrepreneurial 
opportunities with an impact factor 0.19; with the intention of entrepreneurship with an 
impact factor of 0.17; They are identified with the culture of supporting innovation and 
political communities with a meaningless effect coefficient of 0.20. Also, it can be 
claimed that in the Alborz educational complex, these indicators are not paid attention to 
for the purpose of entrepreneurship; therefore, it is necessary to strengthen the educational 
complex by strengthening these indicators. Finally, due to the fact that the presented 
model performed well in statistical tests, its validity is also concluded. According to the 
findings of the research, the role of innovation, education and personality traits in the 
entrepreneurial intention of students is related to the discussions related to the 
development of entrepreneurial skills and spirits in the society, which is very important 
in solving the problems of individual and economic development of the society. 
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
