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Abstract: "The importance of The socio-economic state in the lives of the addicted
people, especially in the process of quitting and relapse, is worth noting..This research,
which is a part of a study on social factors on relapse, is a sociological explanation of the
role of the economic-social state and relapse.The research was conducted using a
qualitative approach with a grounded theory method, the participating community of drug
addicts with a history of relapse was selected using a targeted sampling method, and data
collection was done through a semi-structured interview. Interviews were conducted with
21 of these people, and data analysis started at the same time as data collection and
continued until the theoretical saturation stage was reached. Finally, the concept of failure
to rebuild and restore the economic-social state was chosen as the main phenomenon that
covered other subcategories. The result of this research showed that the issue of rebuilding
the economic state, as well as recovering the social state plays a significant role in relapse,
and the lack of attention to this issue has put people under a double pressure to solve this
problem in the post-quit period, and failure in this direction leads to the tendency of people
to drug use again in the form of soothing and relief use. and then relapse occurs".

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Abstract: This research aims to identify and rank the factors affecting work balance in sports
teachers.

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Abstract: Nowadays, there has been a significant increase in non-governmental organizations
(NGOs) operating across various fields, including the support and social rehabilitation of recovering
people with addiction. This study aimed to answer the question, "What role do NGOs play in the
social rehabilitation of recovering addicts in Tehran?" This research utilized a survey. The
population included all recovering addicts who benefit from NGO services in Tehran. A sample size
of 300 people took part in this survey. Data was collected using a questionnaire. Correlation test
results revealed a significant direct relationship between social support, need satisfaction, social
participation, and social supervision in enhancing the social rehabilitation of people with an
addiction. Findings showed a positive and significant correlation (0.532) between NGO services and
social rehabilitation. The services and support these organizations provide increase, and social
rehabilitation improves. Additionally, the positive and significant correlations between social
support (0.432), social control (0.421), need satisfaction (0.296), and social participation (0.354)
with social rehabilitation suggest that an increase in each of these variables can contribute to
improved social rehabilitation. The beta coefficient of 0.453 for NGOs indicates a positive impact
on social rehabilitation, suggesting that NGOs, by creating support networks, providing essential
services for recovering people with addiction and enhancing opportunities for social participation,
create a suitable foundation for social rehabilitation.

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Abstract: The aim of this research is to study the perception of beauty by girls under the
age of fifteen in the city of Khorramabad in the process of searching for identity. This
research is of a qualitative type and was carried out in a phenomenological manner. The
statistical population of the research included all adolescent girls under the age of fifteen
in the city of Khorram Abad. The data collection method was field-based and the
researchers, after conducting semi-in-depth interviews with 21 of these people, reached
theoretical saturation and it was found that conducting a new interview would not contain
any new information. The sampling method of this research was intentional and non-
probabilistic and the people studied were samples who, while being willing to do an
interview, considered their body beauty as one of the identity references. They described
it as important. The coding of the data in this research was done using the Claysey data
analysis method. According to the results, the themes of "identifying with a celebrity",
"being validated in interaction”, "gaining social capital”, "taking advantage of
opportunities” and "physical idealism™ are perceived and imagined by girls. They have
been followed in their identification processes for less than fifteen years. The general
result of this research indicates that the desire and attention to the "issue of body beauty"
among girls under the age of fifteen are much greater than the expectations of society
towards these people. So that most of these adolescent girls understand "body beauty" as
adults and young people do. In addition, the behavior of many adolescent girls in relation
to beauty is practically not significantly different from the behavior of young girls, and
their attitude towards beauty is an important part of their identification process.

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Abstract: This research aims to investigate the sociological role of the media in

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Studying factors affecting social tolerance with a metacombination approach
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Abstract: Identifying factors influencing social tolerance can be a step towards
identifying and removing barriers to tolerance and human development. Based on this, the
main goal of this article is to identify factors influencing social tolerance. This research
was conducted using a meta-composite qualitative method in order to systematically
examine the findings of previous studies in this conceptual field. The data was collected
using the documents available in the reference databases of valid articles in the period of
1390 to 1400 and included 19 articles. The method of data analysis was open coding.
Findings of this research, 46 identified codes have been categorized and combined based
on the degree of conceptual similarity. Based on this, the extracted codes are classified in
the form of 46 components and 12 concepts. In the dimension of social tolerance, religious
tolerance, political tolerance, tolerance with criminals, moral tolerance and tolerance with
others (tolerance with other ethnicities, tolerance with other nations and tolerance with
other genders) were obtained. Among the factors affecting social tolerance, the concepts
of general trust, social capital, religious and religion-related factors, cultural capital,
personality traits, economic factors and demographic variables were obtained. Finally, a
comprehensive overview of different forms of social tolerance was obtained, which can
be used as a model for other researches.

variable, tendency They are addicted. HaiyanXiong and JidongJia(2018), in research
titled "Situational Social Support and Relapse," investigated the effect of situational
social support on drug abusers during the mandatory rehabilitation period and made a
preliminary estimate of the relationship between social support and relapse. They
concluded that by controlling some demographic and risk-related variables, a specific
type of external social support predicts a lower risk of relapse.

3- Methodology:

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This study used the qualitative and grounded theory methods to discover this issue's
deep layers. the qualitative method and grounded theory have been used to find out
the deep layers of this issue (placed in the fourth layer of the research population
includes people who have quit addiction and have a history of relapse, who were
discharged or were being discharged from addiction treatment centers in Gorgan city,
the people who had the most qualifications to answer the research problem were
selected using a purposive sampling method, and we conducted interviews with 21 of
these people until theoretical saturation was reached, and coding and data analysis
started and continued simultaneously after the first interview.

4- Research finding:

Core paradigm: failure to rebuild and recover the economic-social base:

In the findings section, the core category of "failure to rebuild and recover the
economic-social base™ was raised as one of the social factors effective in relapse,
whose exact dimensions were examined as a paradigmatic model. These two bases'
intertwining and direct connection was a critical finding discovered during this
category and related subcategories. On the one hand, a person needed family and
social support to enter the work field and gain an economic base, on the other hand,
the acquisition of a social base and respect and dignity in the family depended on
solving financial challenges and obtaining a suitable economic base,6two issues
together were considered as essential factors of relapse.

- lack of social monitoring:

Another important finding was the lack of social monitoring after opioid withdrawal,
which leaves people's most basic problems, such as their family and job issues,
unsolved, and the basic and necessary support for people is not provided to pass
through the difficult and critical period of early opioid withdrawal.

- Unemployment and economic-social challenges:

Paying attention to the unemployment factor in relapse is another critical point.
According to the results, in many cases, people have a job. Still, to not respond to the
family's expectations, the person has to either take on a more challenging job that can
overcome the problems to be accepted in the family or work long hours in the same
job. As a result, due to physical conditions at the beginning of quitting and not being
able to work much, as well as abandoning treatment and recovery priorities and
distancing from them, he turns to compensatory use, and eventually, relapses occur.
The probability of relapse will be very low if the person is unemployed but does not
face economic-social challenges. Because in a short period of time, he has to do a lot
of work to restore the lost economic-social base and gain family and social acceptance
and credit and even recognition of his inherent roles (such as children, husbands,
fathers, etc.). He works long hours but is unable to reduce this gap, so he takes refuge
in addiction and uses drugs as a compensatory element to work more, but relapse
occurs in a short period of time, and the person suffers a double failure.

It means that not only did he not succeed in solving the problems and being accepted
in the family, but he turns to using again and again, and experiences more rejection
along with blame and despair.



Because of this failure, the person suffers from social shame. He no longer wants to
be in the company of family, society, and even friends, and he does not have
supporters of his recovery. This means that consumption will be a salve for these
pains, while in the previous stage, consumption was considered compensatory.
Finally, with the continuation of these pains and the person's despair of returning to
the embrace of family and society and regaining his base, the probability that
overdose, which means excessive use, to die and commit suicide will be very high.
The phenomenology of drug use:

Another new and important finding of this research was the phenomenology of drug
use. We have discovered and introduced four phenomenologies of drug use, which
include intoxication use, compensatory use, palliative use, and excessive. Whereas,
until now, the general belief was that people use drugs only for intoxication.

5- Conclusion:

Finally, according to these findings in qualitative research, we cannot easily talk about
relapse and the effect of a factor on it, but essential and unknown or less known
dimensions of relapse are discovered by in-depth investigation of each of these crucial
factors that can have a practical application in therapeutic interventions, and prevent
the wastage of energy, financial and human resources in the society, and also help to
strengthen the family and society by reducing social and family problems caused by
relapse. The result of this research showed that the issue of rebuilding the economic
state, as well as recovering the social state, plays a significant role in relapse, and the
lack of attention to this issue has put people under double pressure to solve this
problem in the post-quit period, and failure in this direction leads to the tendency of
people to drug use again in the form of soothing and relief use. and then relapse occurs.

In this regard, one of the most critical measures
is to create a deep awareness of the internal and external triggers that may lead
individuals to risky situations. Many family members help people with an addiction
in ways that are detrimental to them and themselves. In this context, it should be noted
that addiction is a disease and requires adequate social support. While rehabilitation
centers play a positive role in the social rehabilitation of people with an addiction,
they face challenges such as financial constraints, lack of adequate staff training, and
social barriers. These challenges prevent many people with addiction from receiving
appropriate services after quitting drugs and hinder their reintegration into society. As
a result, there is a need for more government and social support to improve the
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performance of these organizations. One of the most critical issues in the social
rehabilitation of people with an addiction is providing conditions in which people with
an addiction have a strong motivation to return to society. Non-governmental
organizations can help increase the individual and social motivation of recovered
addicts by providing job opportunities, skill training, and creating supportive
environments. Research has shown that increasing motivation in the rehabilitation
process facilitates a return to a healthy and sustainable life. One of the critical
obstacles in social rehabilitation is the negative and stereotypical attitude of society
towards recovered addicts. These attitudes can hinder social acceptance and a healthy
return to society. Semans can play an essential role in changing these attitudes;
considering these points, this study explains the role of non-governmental
organizations in the social rehabilitation of recovered addicts in Tehran and seeks to
answer the question of how Semans can play a role in this process.

The services and activities of
NGOs have an impact on the satisfaction of the needs of recovered addicts, such that
only one percent of the needs of these people in Tehran are satisfied by these
organizations. This impact is very low, but nevertheless, one of the positive effects of
the rehabilitation centers in Tehran is the satisfaction or satisfaction of the needs of
recovered addicts. The satisfaction of needs, whether carried out by the government
or NGOs, is based on the social participation of the people and flows through the
network of social relations within the society. Therefore, the broader the scope of this
social network, the more social relations will be created and, thus, the greater the
social participation within the society. Since people refer to the relevant institutions
to meet their needs, the services and activities of NGOs play a significant role in
satisfying the needs of recovered addicts.

Introduction:

Naturally, human tends to see beauty, understand it, seek it, create it, and
organize their individual and collective life according to it (Shahdadi, 2015:
60). This trend in the culture of modernity, at the individual and social levels,
is an identity-building material and a space that exposes the individual to the
reading and evaluation of others (Etmidamifard and Hosseinzadeh, 1400:
476). Like many countries in transition, Iran has changed its formation and
sources of identity through the world of information and is not in a suitable
cultural context. Studies have shown that young girls may be more obsessed
with their appearance and consider attention to other aspects of development,
such as education or independence, less critical (Tigman, 2005: 379). In recent
years, beauty has become a concern of many girls at a young age; it can be
easily seen in the public spaces of society and with more intensity in virtual
social networks. For many of these people, having a body and a face that is by
the shared norms and standards of beauty is considered a desirable identity
characteristic and is of great importance. Such orientations adopted by these
people conflict with some of the cultural and social values governing society.
Because in the system of customs that govern our society, concern for beauty
and trying to define a part of one's identity through it is not accepted for girls
at a young age, and usually in the social-cultural context of Iranian society,
girls are not accepted. Unlike young girls, makeup and beauty-related actions
are not expected at a young age. Understanding this fact leads to the reflection
that "understanding the beauty and trying to acquire it as a desirable identity-
building component for girls at a young age™ is the product of what objective
and subjective conditions and relationships govern society. The methodology
of such a problem can lead to a better understanding of the issues related to
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the identification processes of girls at a young age and make it possible to
formulate solutions that can plan and manage such issues.

According to Turner, changes such as industrialization, individualism, and
modernity have caused attention to the body, and the body has become
connected with its identity and concept in this era, and of course, the
emergence of modernity is wholly related to the development of consumerism
and consumption (Turner, 1996: 7 quoted from Bagheri et al., 1400: 400).
Giddens believes that due to the phenomenon of widespread dissemination of
western cultural patterns at the international level, which is intensified and
facilitated through mass media and new communication technologies, on
specific values related to the forms and Ideal body sizes and objective goals
are considered on the behavior of people, especially women, in different
societies to harmonize or bring their body characteristics closer to these values
(Giddens, 2003: 4). Shilling (1993) believes that the body may best be thought
of as an incomplete biological and social phenomenon that changes within a
range as a result of its participation in society. Therefore, the body is in a
continuous state of "unfinished." The body as a being is becoming. A project
that must be worked on and completed as a part of one's identity". Based on
the research of Emily Martin (1994), "body" is related to the concept of the
immune system, which now underpins our thinking about the body,
organizations, machines, politics, etc. Featherstone (1991) argues that the
body is reproduced as a means of self-expression reinforced by consumerism.
Body projects are attempts to create and maintain a coherent and sustainable
sense of self-identity through attention to the body, especially its appearance
(Federstone, 1991). Baudrillard (1990) believes most people in traditional and
early industrial societies worked with their bodies. Today, an increasing
number of people in post-industrial societies do not work with their bodies;
instead, they work their bodies. According to Bourdieu (1986), the physical
dimension is so vital that it can only be seen as a part of cultural capital. The
management and development of the body itself has a fundamental role for
human agency in general, the production of cultural and economic capital, and
the achievement and maintenance of status. In his study, Goffman (1959) uses
the "dramaturgical approach,” which refers to the performance method used
by the actor, and its meaning is related to the broader social context.
Interaction is considered a "performance” shaped by the environment and the
audience and is formed to provide "effects" to others consistent with the actor's
goals.



Research method

The present research has used the phenomenological method to understand the
perception of teenage girls in Khorramabad city about body beauty in the
process of identification, and to collect raw data, a semi-in-depth interview
method has been used. The statistical population of this research is all girls
under the age of fifteen living in Khorramabad city. After conducting
interviews with 21 teenage girls, the researchers concluded that the
information obtained from the participants was repeated, and no new data was
produced. The research tool and the main interview questions were developed
based on the research literature. The general question was started around the
nature of the topic and expanded according to the interviewees' answers.

Research findings

The perception of beauty by girls under fifteen can be seen as the product of
their interactions with various elements of the new world. "ldentifying with a
celebrity," "being validated in interaction," "acquiring social capital," "taking
advantage of opportunities,” and "physical idealism” are themes that girls
under the age of fifteen express their actions. Under their influence, they shape
their body so that their physical identity is beautiful; in other words, they look
like "a person with a beautiful body." Usually, such perceptions of beauty are
legitimate and accepted by society for young people and people who pursue
beauty according to their age. Therefore, transforming these ideas for
teenagers can be a social issue that motivates wide-ranging reflections.

conclusion

Girls under fifteen can understand beauty as a product of their interactions
with different elements of the new world. "ldentifying with a celebrity,"
"being validated in interaction," "acquiring social capital," "taking advantage
of opportunities,” and "physical idealism" are the themes that girls under the
age of fifteen express their actions. Under their influence, they shape their
body so that their physical identity is beautiful, and in other words, they look
like "a person with a beautiful body". The result of this research shows that
the understanding of "girls under the age of fifteen of Khorram Abad city" is
not much different from the understanding of young people.

Sociological study of the role of the media in representing the effects of poverty
in society and attracting donors

Introduction:

Without the media being positioned in a specific way and serving as a model for
development in all spheres—economic, cultural, and social—no change or progress
can occur in society. In actuality, the media system reflects the place of the
communication system within a society's political system, which is impacted by its
members' various needs and desires, its unique experiences, its political and social
structure, and its social control system. As a result, the media plays a part in all
societies. The media's portrayal of poverty appears to have been stereotyped, and it
hasn't done much to represent and elevate the voices of the impoverished.
Nonetheless, the media can effectively alleviate poverty by considering the dual roles
of educating and fostering social cohesion in reaction to the surroundings. By covering
poverty from various perspectives, the media can paint a diverse picture of poverty
and the impoverished in society, blame one party for it, or portray them as one of the
social interest groups with expectations and demands. Even though there have been
independent studies on the value of looking at poverty in the media from the
audience's and the public's point of view, these programs still make up a relatively
small portion of all mainstream media programs. Of course, the fact that media owners
are uninterested in tales about poverty may be one of the factors contributing to the
current state of affairs, as these subjects run counter to the commercial ethos that
controls the media. This institution's primary responsibility is to prepare and produce
a variety of cultural, artistic, social, and economic programs that deal with poverty
portrayal and donor attraction. These programs are highly successful on their own. In
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this context, the current study investigates the sociological function of the media in
drawing donors and portraying the social impacts of poverty.

The main philosophy of promoting a culture of sound and charitable behavior is
to prevent the spread of poverty and harm to the weakest segments of society because
poverty is one of the main factors that destroy all societies. Economic poverty is the
basis for psychological, cultural, social, and spiritual poverty in society, which, as it
spreads, will lead to the growth of deficiencies and the violation of moral values. On
the other hand, today, with the advancement of technology and the fulfillment of past
needs, good deeds and charity have been added to the scope of new needs, and
countries are inevitably seeking to respond and fulfill these needs to achieve an ideal
society with an emphasis on increasing development as a concept for the highest level
of their lives. To achieve development, various patterns, theories, and models have
been proposed, the most important of which is the promotion of endowments, good
deeds, and charity to meet society's needs. Endowments are one of the best and most
lasting manifestations of good deeds and charity to the people, serving fellow human
beings and contributing to the interests of society, and regulating cultural, social and
economic affairs. Non-governmental organizations, as a complement to the
government sector, have a unique position in achieving development goals and
encompass various activities and different areas of politics, culture, religion,
economy, environment, social affairs, combating poverty, etc.

Methodology:

Research Method: The research method used in this study is the mixed exploratory
research method. Therefore, the qualitative research method and the grounded theory
strategy have been used to achieve the dimensions and components of representation.
In the qualitative dimension, to identify the appropriate pattern of poverty
representation, after examining and studying the relevant theoretical foundations,
indicators, dimensions, and items suitable for measuring and presenting the
appropriate representation model, an attempt was made to obtain a comprehensive
picture of the components and indicators of poverty through the Delphi method and
interviews with experts in the field of media, economic experts and benefactors of
Fars Province, the Fars Province Relief Committee, Fars Central Radio and
Television, news agencies and virtual media. The sampling method in the qualitative
part is theoretical sampling, which was determined using the saturation principle of
35 people. This method collected the necessary information based on in-depth semi-
structured interviews with the participants and then coded. The research method in the
quantitative part is the descriptive survey type. Initial interviews were conducted with
the target population. We provide a questionnaire to measure the concepts gathered
from the interviews in a population. The sample included 384 people. Confirmatory
factor analysis was used to check the questionnaire's content validity from the



professors' perspective and the construct validity. Cronbach's alpha was also used to
check the reliability, which was calculated to be 0.76 for the entire questionnaire.
Finally, the data obtained from the questionnaires were processed using EXPERT
CHOICE software in the Windows environment, and data analysis was carried out at
two levels: description and explanation. Since the present study attempts to develop a
poverty representation model, a structural equation model is necessary.

Research findings:

The results obtained for the media's performance in representing the effects of poverty
in society and attracting donors were categorized into 52 open codes and five axial
codes. Accordingly, the media's performance in representing the effects of poverty in
society and attracting donors was categorized into five general categories:
representing the causal conditions of poverty in society, representing religiosity and
the culture of poverty, representing social capital and poverty, representing attracting
donors and institutions and representing the consequences of poverty.

Conclusion:

The results showed that all components of media performance have appropriate factor
loadings, and the identified indicators have appropriate explanatory power of media
representation.

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Introduction

Peaceful coexistence is one of the key factors for the stability and survival of human
societies. Violence and non-violence are dependent on collective attitudes and
practical encounters with the "other." The factors that create "otherness™” and the
cultural mechanisms for dealing with the "other™ are fundamental issues for humans
in social life, directly impacting their quality of life. The type of actions in dealing
with the "other" falls within a range of choices, from violence and exclusion to
tolerance and acceptance. Identifying the factors that influence social tolerance can be
a step toward recognizing and removing barriers to tolerance and promoting human
development. Accordingly, the primary aim of this article is to identify the factors that
influence social tolerance. Some studies have been conducted on social tolerance in
Iran; however, the abundance of studies and their contradictory findings, along with
partial investigations, have failed to provide a comprehensive picture of the research
conducted in this area. Therefore, examining the issue from different angles and
through meta-analytical research methods is significant and necessary.

One of the precise methods for studying research outcomes is the meta-synthesis
method, which allows researchers to systematically use the findings extracted from
studies related to the research topic. The main issue in this study is to explore how
much attention researchers have given to the factors affecting the level of social
tolerance, given its importance for social cohesion and the impact of intolerance on
social division and its consequences. Highlighting the general trends in research can
guide future studies in this conceptual field. Therefore, in this study, to understand the
current status and level of tolerance components in Iranian society, we utilize the
meta-synthesis method to review articles and studies on the measurement and study
of tolerance levels. We seek to answer questions such as: Based on the findings of the
reviewed studies, what are the dimensions of social tolerance in Iran? What are the
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key factors affecting social tolerance in Iran? To this end, after identifying the factors
influencing social tolerance, we have categorized them based on conceptual
similarities and finally provided a summary of all the findings from the synthesis of
the articles.

Methodology

This research was conducted using the qualitative meta-synthesis method to
systematically review the findings of previous studies in this conceptual field. Data
were collected from credible databases containing articles published between 1390
and 1400 (Iranian calendar), comprising 19 articles. The data analysis was carried out
through open coding. In the findings of this research, 46 codes were identified, which
were categorized and synthesized based on conceptual similarity. These extracted
codes were classified into 46 components and 12 overarching concepts. Ultimately, a
comprehensive framework for various forms of social tolerance was developed, which
can serve as a valuable guide for future researchers in this conceptual area

Findings

The findings indicate that no systematic study of this kind has been conducted
previously, and each prior research has only focused on specific aspects or a few
dimensions of social tolerance. Regarding social tolerance, the study identified
religious tolerance, political tolerance, tolerance towards criminals, moral tolerance,
and tolerance towards the "other" (including tolerance towards different ethnic groups,
nations, and genders). Regarding the factors influencing social tolerance, the study
highlighted general trust, social capital, religious and faith-related factors, cultural
capital, personality traits, economic factors, and demographic variables. Based on the
research stages, a conceptual framework was developed, incorporating the dimensions
and components to provide a clearer understanding of the findings.

Conclusion

Based on the research findings, younger individuals often lack a full understanding of
differences, as children are less aware of subtle distinctions. Additionally, certain
social and economic concepts have not yet formed in their minds, meaning tolerance
is not a significant criterion for them. However, as individuals grow older and develop
a social identity through internalizing values during socialization, they begin to
understand these differences. As a result, their perspective on social tolerance shifts
according to the values and beliefs they have developed. Regarding gender, some
emotional, personality, and psychological differences between men and women affect
how each perceives tolerance. These gender-related traits influence the concept of
tolerance for each, impacting their level of social tolerance in practice. Although
expecting greater tolerance based solely on gender roles, particularly for women,
might not be entirely accurate, the greater psychological and emotional capacity of
women for tolerance often leads to this expectation. In social, economic, and cultural
capital, societies with more outstanding capital in these dimensions tend to experience



a higher sense of general security, leading to fewer conflicts with other communities
and a greater willingness to engage with other groups and nations. As a result,
tolerance is more easily practiced. These forms of capital provide societies with tools
and strategies to facilitate tolerance. Regarding religion, shared beliefs and the
presence of ethical teachings and religious guidelines influence the tolerance process.
Communities with shared religious beliefs have a unifying factor that strengthens their
cohesion. Moreover, religious teachings often emphasize peace, friendship, tolerance,
coexistence, and helping others, which positively affect the promotion of tolerance
within society.
